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“End Time Signs-Sleepers Awake!”
    You have most likely heard the phrase, “history always repeats itself.” According to Solomon, the wisest human who has ever lived, stated: “…there is no new thing under the sun…”

Obvious Signs Do Tell The Season

    Flooding in Houston, Texas after torrential rains destroyed many homes and property.

    Mudslides in southern California entombed many people caught off guard. Many homes were completely demolished, causing millions of dollars in damage-harbingers of coming events.
Please prayerfully ask yourself these questions: 
    Are 21st century Seventh-day Adventist christian’s alarmist?   Are we watchmen?   Have we become complacent?  
    Praise God, we don’t “mimic” (impersonate, copy, imitate, simulate, etc.) the “generic” (general, broad, common, basic, nonspecific etc.) church movements that are following their mother back  to the Church of Rome. 
 
    We are God’s remnant people, (Rev. 12:17; 14:6-14). We have a distinct message from God, “for such a time as this.” A message of urgency! A message of hope! A message of preparedness! A message of God’s judgment! A final message of warning!
     While it is true that Seventh-day Adventists are officially an organized denomination they have never seen themselves as “just another church.” 
    Instead, Adventists see themselves as a “Movement” (not part of the ecumenical movement-spawned by the Roman Catholic Church) – but a people who exist because God not only prophesied they would, but when the prophesied time came, called them out of confused “Babylon” in other churches to present His final message to the world.
    Adventists, like ancient Israel, are convinced that they are an especially chosen people. But they know that being chosen doesn’t imply that they are somehow spiritually superior to others.

    Rather they realize that being chosen means they have a unique and urgent message to share with the world. Unique, because no other people on earth possess such a complete system of truth. Urgent, because time is running out as the second advent of Jesus draws near”
