) saying, “tell us when shall thee things be, what shall be the sign of Thy coming and the end of the world?  
    And Jesus answered and said unto them… (These things will precede the end of the world- and My second coming… paraphrased by author)… Deception, false Christ’s and prophets, wars and rumors of wars, all these things must come to pass but the end isn’t yet.

 (labor pains).
    God’s remnant people are familiar with the prophetic signs of Jesus’ return, but many allow mundane  worldly distractions to consume their time, rendering them spiritually deaf!
