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“Who is Really Coming to Town, and Why?”
    Many of us are familiar with the popular “Christmas” song “Santa Claus is Coming to Town,” which has been, and will be aired on the radio, television, social media sites, in shopping malls, and elevators etc., this time of year. 
      Several different vocal groups as well as individual   artists have added their own renditions to increase the popularity of the song!
    Over the years many parents, Christian parents included, have lied to their children about this counterfeit Christ. He’s supposedly a chubby, jolly, Caucasian fellow, sporting a red and white suit, with long white hair, and beard, at the helm of a sleigh full of gifts, being pulled by eight reindeer, coming to your town to reward children according to their behavior. 
    Notice some of the lyrics to this song, geared specifically toward children: 

“You better watch out, you better not cry, 
you better not pout, I’m telling you why,

Santa Claus is coming to town. 
He knows when you are sleeping, he knows when you’re awake, he knows if you’ve bad or good, so be good for goodness sake.
He’s making a list checking it twice, he’s going to find out who’s naughty and nice. Santa Claus is coming to town…” (Italics supplied).
    God’s remnant people know that this fictitious character has nothing to do with Jesus or His birth. We also know that many households will traditionally set up, and decorate a “Christmas tree,” which has nothing do with Jesus’ birth either. When the Magi found Christ they didn’t place their gifts under a “Christmas tree,” because Jesus told His parents that He wanted gold, frankincense, and myrrh to celebrate His birth.  
What does this mean for us?
Obvious Signs Do Tell The Season
    Jesus declared that “He is coming again to take His people to heaven, that where He is, we may be also, and that He has prepared a place for us with our names written on it” - If we choose Him as our sin-pardoning Savior  (See John 14:1-3; I John 1:7; 4:14; 5:11, 12).
    Though we know that Christ wasn’t born on December 25, it’s a great time for witnessing, and doing missionary work. It has been my experience on more than one occasion   that people are much more receptive to the gospel call this time of year!

“Focusing on the Right tree”
“And when they had brought them, they set them before the council: and the high priest asked them, saying, did not we straitly command you that ye should not teach in His name? And, behold, ye have filled Jerusalem with your doctrine, and attend to bring this man’s blood upon us. Then Peter and the other apostles answered and said, we ought to obey God rather than men. The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye slew and hanged on a tree.” Him hath God exalted with His right hand to be a Prince and Savior, for to give repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins.” Acts 5:27-31 (see also Isa. 53; Acts 10:36-39; 13:28, 29, 37-39; Gal 3:10-13; I Pet. 2:24. KJV, Emphasis supplied)

     I personally, have no qualms about people in a festive mood choosing to set up, and decorate a tree, just be careful that it doesn’t become the focus of Christ’s birth, and the focus of your

worship. 
 
Final note:
      Jesus was not an ordinary ornament that was hung on an ordinary evergreen tree; He was God’s beloved Son, His Instrument of love, who hung on a Roman tree of torture, to secure Salvation for you and me! Jesus, as you should already know, is the Real Gift!  Please take the time to share Jesus-the Gift of God with someone in dire need!
Why?
Because Jesus the Gift is coming again to every town on our planet, bringing with Him the gift of eternal Life.
